(FTAP). Extreme Risk Protection
Orders (ERPOs), also known as “Red
Flag Laws", are a promising tool of
intervention but are relatively unknown
to prosecutors across the nation.
ERPOs are court orders that
temporarily restrict access to firearms
for individuals at elevated risk of
harming themselves or others. This
engaging presentation discusses how
criminal justice professionals can
utilize ERPOs to restrict firearm access
for individuals exhibiting a wide variety
of high-risk behaviors. They also
explore the efficacy of ERPOs to
reduce gun violence.
